In line with his philosophy to create art from and for nature,
Domingos created the Vasos Escultura and Organico 03
and 3A. Gardeco has carefully selected these three Vases
as an extension of its 2022 Forms & Function collection. A
smooth, matte surface and earthy tones as well as an
organic shape characterize the designers work and
witness to his extensive experience in object design. VVaso
Escultura 03 and 04 will be offered in one size and dark
brown colour, Vaso Organico 03 and 3A in two sizes and
colours - Naturaland Terra.

All of these new designs by Domingos Totora for Gardeco
will be on display at Maison&Objet in Paris, September 9 -
13,2021.
